Further, the class charter provides that while membership in the Class will obviously include those 

who graduated from Sumner High School in 1968, it goes on to further define class membership 

as:   

“those students who graduated in May 1968 from Sumner High School, Kansas City, Kansas, 

as well as anyone that attended Northeast Junior High School and/or Sumner High School 

with the members of the Sumner Class of 1968.  Other persons who graduated from a Kansas 

City, Kansas, high school in 1968 and also identify with the Sumner Class of 1968 due to their 

close association with them during high school shall also be recognized as members if they 

choose to adopt such recognition.”   

These membership terms were established with the intent to include all those persons that share or 

feel a sincere connection with Sumner High School and the Class of 1968.
